AUTHORIZED SIGNATORIES FOR THE KIOWA TRIBE OF OKLAHOMA TO 

CONDUCT BUSINESS WITH THE BUREAU OF TRUST FUNDS ADMINISTRATION 

FOR AMERICAN INDIANS. 

 

WHEREAS, the Kiowa Tribe (the “Tribe”) is organized under a constitution, duly adopted and 

approved by the voters of the Tribe on April 17, 2017 and approved by the U.S. Secretary of the 

Interior (“Secretary”)(the “Constitution”); and, 

 

WHEREAS, the Legislature is vested with the authority to pass laws and resolutions by 

Article VI, Section 6(a) of the Constitution of the Kiowa Tribe; and, 
 

WHEREAS, the Bureau of Trust Funds Administration for American Indians requires a resolution 

authorizing tribal officials to conduct business with the Bureau of Trust Funds Administration for 

American Indians.
